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This is a 10-day conference for ASEAN undergraduates with exceptional leadership potential to meet in
Singapore to discuss the theme "One ASEAN, Our ASEAN". Organised by USP and its student club,
University Scholars Club (USC), the aim is to inspire undergraduates to reflect on their perceptions of
ASEAN and instill in them a sense of ownership for their region. The conference will comprise committee
sessions, breakouts and preparatory sessions, and field trips to relevant organizations. Six undergraduate
delegates will be selected from each participating country.

10 - 29 December 2007

This study programme will look at the dialogue among civilizations on inter-religious and inter-faith issues,
and how this can lead to tolerance, mutual understanding, interest, and concern among different religions
and faiths. Twenty-five USP students will be immersed in various academic and cultural activities in Kuala
Lumpur, Penang and Istanbul, covering in an intensive manner, religions of Christianity, Hinduism,
Buddhism, Islam and Judaism. They will interact with inter-faith community groups and leaders, participate
in university seminars and discussions at the various partner institutions, and visit religious sites and
organizations committed to inter-faith dialogue and collaboration in these three cities.

Three teams of USP students will embark on the following Youth Expedition Projects (YEPSs) during the
December vacation. The main focus of these YEPs is on service-learning.

10 - 23 December 2007

This is the first time that USP students are leading a YEP to an area outside Southeast Asia, to the
poverty-ridden countryside on the outskirts of Kunming in Yunnan, China. The aim of this YEP is to
contribute to improving the educational condition for children there, through infrastructural building and
teaching.

10 - 23 December 2007

Following the success of this YEP in 2006, a new team of USP students will bring the Global Village
Foundation’s ‘Mobile Libraries Project’ to children in Danang, Vietnam. The students will assist in
constructing portable libraries (and filling them with books) which serve to transport books from one village
to another. They will also be involved in refurbishing permanent libraries in schools and teaching English.



10 - 27 December 2007 |

USP students, together with non-USP students from the Pharmacy Department of Faculty of Science, will
visit the Tumkur district in Karnataka, Southern India. They will help raise health and hygiene awareness
among the youth of the host community there, improve their educational facilities, and start them off on a
self-sustaining English language education programme. This YEP will adopt a hands-on approach to
learning about health issues in Southern India and Singapore. Through the cross-border experience,
students hope to better understand and appreciate the differences in community thinking, systems and
problem-solving approaches, as well as the inter-relation between community and health management
across the public, private and people spheres.
